Beatitudes

(One Translation)

You’re blessed when you feel you have lost what is most
dear to you. Only then can you be embraced by the One
most dear to you.

You’re blessed when you’re content with who you are — no
more, no less. That’s the moment you find yourselves
proud owners of everything that can’t be bought.

You’re blessed when you’ve worked up a good appetite for
God. He’s food and drink, the best meal you’ll ever eat.

You’re blessed when you care. At the moment of being
care-ful, you’ll find yourself being cared for.

You’re blessed when you get your inside world—your mind
and heart—put right. Then you can see God in the outside
world.

You’re blessed when you can show people how to cooperate
instead of compete or fight. That’s when you discover who
you really are, and your place in God’s kingdom.

You are blessed when your commitment to God provokes
persecution. The persecution drives you even deeper into
God’s kingdom. Not only that count—yourselves blessed
every time people put you down or throw you out or speak
lies about you to discredit me.

3 For we which have believed do enter into rest, as he said, As I
have sworn in my wrath, if they shall enter into my rest: although
the works were finished from the foundation of the world.

4  For he spake in a certain place of the seventh day on this
wise, And God did rest the seventh day from all his works.

5 And in this place again, If they shall enter into my rest.

6 Seeing therefore it remaineth that some must enter therein,
and they to whom it was first preached entered not in because
of unbelief:

7 Again, he limiteth a certain day, saying in David, Today, after
so long a time; as it is said, Today if ye will hear his voice, harden
not your hearts.

8 For if Jesus had given them rest, then would he not afterward
have spoken of another day.

9 There remaineth therefore a rest to the people of God.

10 For he that is entered into his rest, he also hath ceased from
his own works, as God did from his.

11 Let us labour therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man
fall after the same example of unbelief.

12 For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper
than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asun-
der of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a
discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.
